 Sophomore English is a class composed of literature, writing, grammar, and speech. In this class we will read novels, one play, and study a variety of literature including short stories, poetry, and nonfiction. We will be focusing on one book club this year. The theme is Overcoming Obstacles and will include the following choices for the club: Call of the Wild, Old Man and the Sea, Divergent, Flawed, The Princess Bride, A Walk to Remember, The Great Gatsby, and Lovely Bones.
Through out the course of the class you will be involved in discussions, quizzes, tests, projects, research papers, presentations, reflective writing, journal writing, multimedia work, and speeches. We will also be working with mini units to help students get ready for the Sat. 9-12th grade English classes have implemented a program called Book Love. Students will be reading books of their choice throughout the year with our goal to get students reading more ( I have attached a letter with more detail but assignments, quizzes, projects, and part of the final exams will be based around the choice reading books.
Expectations for myself in Mrs. Holok’s room
1. I understand that I am to be prepared for class.

*This means that I bring my book, notebook, pencil, pen, ID card and/or anything that I might need to class everyday. This way I don’t need to go back to my locker. I will be responsible. 

*I understand that Mrs. Holok does not like to have assignments turned in late. If I am absent on a day that an assignment is due, it is due the day I return to class. Make-up work should be turned in within two days after an excused absence. I also understand that it is my responsibility to get any makeup work if I was absent. If I fail to get the work within two days of my return to class it becomes late…10 % off. I will ask for my makeup work before the bell rings to start class, after class, before or after school. I will not disrupt class to get my makeup work. If I am absent on a test or quiz day it is my responsibility to see Mrs. Holok within two days of my return to make up the test/quiz. Make up test/quizzes will be before or after school only…you will not take the test during class time. 
 *All work is due in the designated basket. Often I will have work due before you leave class and if it is turned in the next day it will be considered late…10% off. Students will have until the next unit test to turn in any missing or late work…after the test day all work cannot be turned in. All assignments will have the following heading following MLA format.  
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*I need to show respect for Mrs. Holok, my fellow classmates, and myself.

* This means that while Mrs. Holok or my fellow classmates are talking, I will keep my mouth shut and will wait my turn.

 *It also means that I will respect Mrs. Holok and my classmate’s belongings and space. I will ask permission before I “borrow” something.

*This also means that I will conduct myself appropriately. I will do what is asked of me with a positive attitude, and I will not disrupt my classmates’ learning process and/or environment.

*I need to take an active part in my education.  
2. I understand that cheating and/or plagiarism will not be tolerated. I will receive an automatic zero, phone call home, and a detention for a first offense. A second offense will follow as the first, but the office will be notified. Cheating is defined as copying homework, looking on other’s quizzes/tests, plagiarizing, and ANY talking while test/quizzes are being handed out and until all of them are turned in.
3.  I need to be in Mrs. Holok’s classroom and in my assigned seat when the bell rings. I understand that Mrs. Holok will follow the school tardy policy. I also understand that I am to remain in my seat until Mrs. Holok dismisses me from class. I will not line up by the door and I will not get out of my seat  unless I have a productive reason (pencil sharper, paper, trashcan, asking a question to teacher, assigned group work)
4. If I don’t live up to Mrs. Holok’s expectations or if I break school rules, I know that I will have to face the consequences. I understand that Mrs. Holok will warn me once, remind me twice, and a third offense will result in a referral, and Mrs. Holok will contact my parents/guardians.
5. If I have difficulties in class, I understand that I can ask Mrs. Holok for help during class, before school, after school, or I could email her at LHolok@buchananschools.com
6. I understand that Mrs. Holok uses percentages to calculate my grade. 

20%reading/language (grammar, vocab, etc)
10% mgp/research paper
20% writing (essays, writing assignments, etc)
20% speaking/listening  (speeches, etc)

20% assessments (tests and quizzes)
10% final exam
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7. I understand that if I have a cell phone in Mrs. Holok’s classroom and the light is red she will confiscate it and turn it into the office. The only way to get your cell phone back is by your parents/guardian picking it up at school
8. I understand that there is to be no food or drink in Mrs. Holok’s classroom (other than water).

9. I understand that if I mark on Mrs. Holok’s desks I will come in for one week to wash all the desks before school
11. I understand that if I am absent before a scheduled test, I will take the test when I return to school.  If you are absent due to a school-sponsored event, then you will turn in any scheduled project before you depart If you are absent ON test day, you will need to schedule a time before or after school to make-up this test.  Students have 1 week to make-up the test for full credit.  Students are responsible for scheduling a time with the teacher to make-up the test.  If it is not made up in 1 week, it will be 50% off when taken. Once the next unit test is taken any assignment or test not turned in or taken will become a ZERO!
12.  I understand that to leave the classroom I must sign in and out and if I abuse the passes I will be making up time before/after school.
